Do you have an idea for a project that would:

· promote education to enhance public understanding of the role of professional foresters?

· assist in forest policy activities?

· strengthen the State society or local Chapter in achieving the mission of SAF?
If so, funding through the Foresters’ Fund may be available to assist in your efforts.  Projects must meet one of the goals identified above but the opportunities are wide open.  

Examples of past projects include, but aren’t limited to:

· Public outreach efforts – Forestry field days, museum displays, Walk in the Forest activities, education programs for teachers, field tours for media, letter writing campaigns, Arbor Day presentations, displays ……….  the list is endless!

· Legislative events – Legislative field tours, breakfasts, luncheons.  

· Support for local chapters – Special professional development opportunities (guest speakers, joint organizational meetings), website development, membership recruitment or retention efforts, leadership training, etc.  

Two types of grants are available, the regular grants for amounts between $500 and $1500 and special grants from $1500 to $5000.  Special grants are only available to the state society. 

Deadlines for the grant applications are as follows:

· Regular grants  - February 15, June 15 and September 15 

· Special grants   - June 15
