The meeting was called to order at 10 AM, and the antitrust policy reviewed.  The agenda is adjusted to indicate Gary VanderWyst reporting for the treasurer.
The minutes from the March 9, 2010 executive meeting were reviewed.  Motion to approve by Dave Czysz, 2nd by Gary Vanderwyst, approved.
Chair’s Report – A written report was submitted. 

Deer Population Goals – There was a discussion of experiences while attending goal meetings in April.  RJ Wickham suggested attending a meeting of concerned parties with the DNR wildlife specialists in the future.


Ring Program – price of rings go up the end of July. 
Treasurer’s Report – Gary VanderWyst briefed account balances provided by Julie Peltier.

Julie recommends we address how the split from state conferences are calculated.  The method of setting conference prices may be based on the amount each chapter needs to realize as profit.  A motion from Julie’s statement is to have the split at 50-25-25 when two chapters are hosting the meeting.  John DuPlissis seconded the motion, passed.

The number of executive meetings was discussed.  With no Fall State meeting, is there a need for the Exec Committee to meet in person.   At the Chair’s discretion, the mid-summer meeting may be moved to August or September.  The Exec Committee may continue to meet quarterly, but the venue may change to teleconference, or another method.
District Representative’s Report – Greg Russell is not present.  Jerry VanCleve will cover topics from e-mail in new business.
Governor’s Council Report – Bob Rogers sent a written report.  Jim Kerkman and Bob Rogers are currently at a council meeting.

John Kotar remarked that the field of natural resources is broadening and by staying with membership restricted to traditional foresters, we will continue to decline in members, with the loss coming from below.  SAF accreditation is less important to university curriculums.  Action Item:  Jerry VanCleve and John Kotar will submit an action item for HSD consideration.
Program Committee – John DuPlissis submitted a written report.  The dates in the report for the spring 2011 meeting are changed to March 1 – 3.  TWS may expect 180 attendees from their society, total planning is for 250+.

Education & Training Committee – Brian Spencer submitted a written report.
Awards Committee – Gary VanderWyst has four nominations forwarded to district as field forester of the year.  The district nominee is from MI.  Fellow nominations are due by December.
