Wisconsin Council on Forestry Representative
Position Description

The Wisconsin Council on Forestry (COF) Representative is appointed by the Governor of Wisconsin with a recommendation from the Wisconsin Society. The COF Representative is responsible for bringing the views and goals of the Society to the Council at their meetings and in all other correspondence and initiatives of the COF.  The COF advises the governor, legislature, Department of Natural Resources, Department of Commerce, and other state agencies on a host of forestry issues in the state.
Specific Responsibilities:

1. Attend all COF meetings.  
2. Prepare a written report for the Wisconsin Executive Committee meetings on the COF’s activities.

3. Represent the goals and views of Wisconsin Society in COF initiatives.

4. Send all COF Representative records and documents that are three years or older to the state historian at the close of each calendar year.
5. Recommend a replacement when the COF Representative intends to resign.
Council on Forestry Responsibilities:

1. Complete tasks assigned to the COF members by the required deadline. 

2. Represent the Wisconsin Society within the COF.
SAF Responsibilities:

· Miss no more than one executive committee meeting annually.

· Attending the SAF National Leadership Academy is recommended.  Other Leadership Training may be considered at the discretion of the Chair and in consultation with the Society Chair.
Background: 
The COF Representative is ideally a current or past State Chair with an intimate knowledge of the state society organization and goals to be able to accurately represent Wisconsin SAF on the COF.  COF meetings are typically held four times each year with one two-day meeting that includes a field trip.
The SAF representative on the Wisconsin Council on Forestry serves at the pleasure of the Governor until such time as the Governor makes a new appointment or the SAF representative resigns.  New appointments or reappointments coincide with the beginning of a Governor’s term of office. The SAF seat on the COF is legislatively mandated so SAF is obligated to provide a representative on the COF.
