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Wisconsin SAF Student Mentor Program

The Student Mentor Program is designed to encourage forestry students to become SAF members and to become better acquainted with Wisconsin SAF members.  The Wisconsin program officially began January 1, 1992 and will be conducted on an annual basis.

Student Mentor Recruitment & Obligations

- $17.50 mentor obligation. Pays 1/2 the cost of a students annual dues. (Most Chapters  have

   elected to pay the mentor obligation or in some cases the State SAF Committee)

- provide personal background information on Member Profile Sheet.

- must be available to students throughout the year - by phone, letter or in person.

- set priority on attending at least one student function at State Society meetings.

- take every opportunity to engage students in conversation, include in meetings and generally 

  make them feel at home.

- host at least one informal event per year for student (i.e. attend a breakfast at a State Chapter

  meeting).

Student Selection

The student chapters will send to the State Membership Chair, Student Profile Sheets, of students who desire and qualify for a SAF mentor.

- The student must be pursuing a degree in “Forestry” at the University of Wisconsin - Madison

   or the University of Wisconsin - Stevens Point.

- The student must be a member of the National Society of American Foresters and have paid

   their $35.00 national dues.

- A student that is a first time member of the National Society will be eligible to receive a $17.50

   rebate through the Wisconsin State Society of American Foresters from the mentor or, in some

   cases, from a chapter or State Committee.

- Eligible students will be matched with a professional forester by the State Membership Chair

   based on the Student Profile sheet.

- All students that are members of the National SAF are eligible for a mentor but only first time

   applicants are eligible for the $17.50 rebate.

This program has been a success in the past and I encourage you to keep it active.  The students appreciate the member’s support and that gives the member the opportunity to foster a new generation of foresters.
